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2009 is a very special year for The Falstaff Experience, as it is the culmination 
of a year’s work to upgrade the museum into Tudor World. 2009 is also the 
year of the first Stratford Ghostfest, held in conjunction with Fright Nights, the 
largest ghost-hunting events company in the UK. 

Tudor World 

Tudor World is now more in accord with the rest of the ambience of Stratford-Upon-

Avon than previously, with its wealth of Tudor and Elizabethan architecture and 

history. Indeed, much of the site dates to the Tudor period and older (the foundations 

date back to 1196). 

With the oldest surviving cobblestone carriageway in Stratford, William Shakespeare 

himself has walked upon, it is one of the most historical buildings in town and now 

with exhibits that reflect one period in history from 1485 to 1603 with authentically 

themed recreations and hundreds of fascinating facts. 

Many of the more noteworthy historical characters connected with the building, from 

William Shrieve (ergo The Shrieve’s House) the archer to King Henry VIII, to William 

Rogers, the inspiration for Shakespeare’s comic character Falstaff date from that 

period in history: 

“In Stratford-Upon-Avon is it clearly desirable for any house of the right age to 
be able to claim that Shakespeare crossed its threshold, for the Shrieve’s 
House, this claim can be made with some validity”.

However, there is more to The Falstaff Experience that the daytime Tudor World 

exhibits, and the licensed theatre area. There are also the very popular lantern-lit 



ghost tours in the evenings and the ghost hunts at the weekends. Falstaff’s has the 

reputation of being the most haunted building in England.
